3. Awardees shall participate in both the March 6, 4:30-6:00 p.m., Student Award Exhibition reception
and the SDSU Art Council Scholarship Exhibition reception, Friday, May 26 at the Athenaeum Music
and Arts Library in La Jolla. The Committee will display the art history paper.
